CRITERIA

Applicants are asked to describe in detail why the value of a college education is important to
them. Essays are to be a maximum of 300 words in length and should explain each of the
following:

2. The college or type of college the student would like to attend.

3. How the student/student’s family plans to pay for the upcoming college
expenses.
